Overview

The Portronics Beem 400 is a portable LED projector designed for home entertainment and
professional presentations. It delivers a 1080p HD resolution with 3600 Lumens (250 ANSI)
brightness and supports screen sizes up to 160 inches. The projector runs on a built-in Android-
based interface and includes wireless connectivity for screen mirroring from Android and iOS
devices.

The device features a compact, portable form factor with a tabletop mount, making it suitable for
use in living rooms, bedrooms, or meeting rooms. It includes a remote control for convenient
operation.

Electronic Focus (E-Focus)

The projector includes an electronic focus function that allows you to adjust the image sharpness
using the remote control, eliminating the need for manual lens adjustments.

» Wi-Fi: 2.4 GHz for wireless screen mirroring (Android/iOS)

* Bluetooth: Bluetooth 5.0 for connecting external speakers or audio devices
* HDMI: For connecting TV sticks, laptops, gaming consoles, set-top boxes

» USB: For media playback from USB flash drives

» AUX (3.5mm): For external audio output
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Additional Features

» 4D Keystone Correction: Adjusts the image to a rectangular shape even when the
projector is placed at an angle.

» Screen Mirroring: Wireless projection from Android and iOS devices.
* Remote Control: Included for power, volume, focus, and menu navigation.

 Portable Design: Lightweight (1.4 kg) with a tabletop mount.

Use Guide

Setting Up the Projector

1. Place the projector on a stable, flat surface (tabletop) at a distance of 4 to 12 feet from
the projection wall or screen.

2. Connect the power adapter to the projector and plug it into a wall outlet.

3. Press the power button on the projector or the remote control to turn it on.

Adjusting the Image

1. Use the focus buttons on the remote control to sharpen the image (E-Focus).

2. If the image appears trapezoidal, use the 4D keystone correction feature in the settings
menu to adjust the shape.

3. Move the projector closer or farther from the wall to achieve the desired screen size (50
to 160 inches).
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Connecting to a Source

Wired Connection

* HDMI: Connect an HDMI cable from your device (laptop, TV stick, gaming console) to

the HDMI port on the projector.

» USB: Insert a USB flash drive into the USB port to play media files directly.

» AUX: Connect external speakers or headphones using the 3.5mm audio jack.

Wireless Connection (Screen Mirroring)

1. Ensure the projector is connected to a Wi-Fi network (2.4 GHz).

2. On your smartphone or tablet, enable screen mirroring (cast/smart view).

3. Select the projector from the list of available devices.

4. Your device screen will be mirrored on the projector.
Bluetooth Audio

1. Turn on the Bluetooth speaker or headphones.
2. On the projector, go to Settings > Bluetooth and search for devices.

3. Select your audio device from the list to pair.

Using the Remote Control
» Power: Turn the projector on/off.
* Focus +/-: Adjust image sharpness.
* Volume +/-: Control speaker volume.
* Menu/OK: Navigate and select options.

» Back: Return to previous menu.

Playing Media from USB

1. Insert a USB flash drive containing video, audio, or image files.
2. From the home screen, select the media player app.

3. Browse and select the file you want to play.

Powering Off

1. Press the power button on the remote or the projector.

2. Wait for the cooling fan to stop before unplugging the power adapter.
