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Getting Started

1. Press and hold the Power button for a few seconds.
(If your tablet won't turn on, or if you are instructed to connect a charger, connect the AC
adapter and charge the unit.)

Tap and hold an app,
then move it into the desired spot on the home screen.

Shortcut Folders

You can create folders that contain a group of shortcut icons. To create a shortcut folder, drag an
app onto another app. Then drag other apps into this folder.

Wallpapers

Touch and hold an empty space on the home screen > Tap "Wallpapers" > Select a picture > Tap
"Set wallpaper" > Select "Home screen", "Lock screen" or both.
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Widgets

Touch and hold an empty space on the home screen > Tap "Widgets" > Select wanted widget >
Drag it to the desired spot.

Home settings

Touch and hold an empty space on the home screen > Tap "Home settings".

Gesture Navigation

Tap: To select an item, simply tap once with your fingertip. Some items may require "double-
click".

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Split Screen Mode

Switch Between Apps

With Android 14, this tablet enables you to quickly switch between apps via the taskbar on any
screen, including Split Screen:

Connect Bluetooth
