Lifting and moving the TV

When moving or lifting the TV, read the following to prevent the TV from being scratched or
damaged and for safe transportation regardless of its type and size.

« It is recommended to move the TV in the box or packing material that the TV originally
came in.

» Before moving or lifting the TV, disconnect the power cord and all cables.

* When holding the TV, the screen should face away from you to avoid damage.
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* Hold the side and bottom of the TV frame firmly. Make sure not to hold the transparent part,
speaker, or speaker grill area.

Securing TV to the Wall

and the eye-bolts on the rear of the TV.

3 Connect the eye-bolts and wall brackets tightly with a sturdy rope or cable. Make sure to
keep the rope parallel to the flat surface.

* Use a platform or cabinet that is strong and large enough to support the TV securely.

« Brackets, bolts and ropes are optional. You can obtain additional accessories from your
local dealer.

Mounting to the Wall

An optional wall mount can be used with your LG Television. Consult with your local dealer for a
wall mount that supports the VESA standard used by your TV model. Carefully attach the wall
mount bracket at the rear of the TV. Install the wall mount bracket on a solid wall perpendicular to
the floor. If you are attaching the TV to other building materials, please contact qualified personnel
to install the wall mount. Detailed instructions will be included with the wall mount. We recommend
that you use an LG brand wall mount. The LG wall mount is easy to adjust or to connect the
cables.
