USING THE DRYER

Getting started

WARNING To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons, read the IMPORTANT
SAFETY WARNING INFORMATION before operating this appliance.

WARNING - Fire Hazard
» Keep flammable materials and vapors, such as gasoline, away from dryer.
» DO NOT dry anything that has ever had anything flammable on it (even after washing).
» No washer can completely remove oil.
» DO NOT dry anything that has ever had any type of oil on it (including cooking oils).
* Items containing foam, rubber, or plastic must be dried on a clothesline.

* Follow all fabric care instructions and warnings to prevent melting of garments or
damage to the appliance.

* Failure to do so can result in death, explosion, or fire.

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Dry Cycles

Power

Press to “wake up” the display. If the display is active, press
to turn the dryer off.

NOTE: Pressing Power does not disconnect the appliance
from the power supply.

The dry cycle controls the cycle time for the drying process. The chart below will

help you match the dry setting with the loads.

Also for clothing labeled Easy
Care or Perma Press: For wrinkle-free and permanent
press items.

For small loads that are needed in a hurry, such as sports
or school uniforms. Can also be used if the previous cycle
left some items damp, such as collars or waistbands.

Provides 20 minutes of steam drying to assist with
dewrinkling clothes. Ideal for loads left in dryer for an
extended time.

Provides 10 minutes of warming time to warm up clothes.

Provides 10 minutes of tumbling time without heat.

Use to set your own dry time. Time Dry is also
recommended for small loads.

1. Turn dry cycle dial to Time Dry.

2. Increase the drying time by pressing the Add Time
button.

NOTE: This button only increases the time. When max time
is reached, pressing the button again will reset the counter
to the lowest setting.

The sensor continuously monitors the amount of moisture
in the load. When the moisture in your clothes reaches your
selected dry level, the dryer will stop.

NOTE: Sensor dry Level only works with Cottons,
Normal, Perm Press, Delicates,

Quick Dry, Bulky, Towels/Sheets, Dewrinkle and Steam
Dewrinkle cycles.

Use for heavy-duty fabrics or items that should be very dry,
such as towels.

Use for normal dryness level suitable for most loads. This is
the preferred cycle for energy saving.

Use for lighter fabric (ideal for ironing).

For leaving items partially damp.

Press to start a dry cycle. If the dryer is running, press it once and it will pause the

dryer. Press it again to resume the dry cycle.

Steam Refresh Cycle (on some models)

For slightly wrinkled dry garments. Significantly reduces
wrinkles on up to 5 garments. After the Steam Refresh
Cycle, the unit will beep and display “0:00.” If the unit is not
turned off or if the door is not opened, the dryer will
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continue to tumble for 30 minutes. At the end of 30
minutes, it will display “0:00” and the cycle will be complete.

NOTE: A single extremely light fabric item may need to
have an additional item included to achieve optimum
results.

Sanitize
Sanitize

This option reduces certain types of bacteria by 99.8%,
including: Staphylococcus aureus, Pseudomonas
aeruginosa and Klebsiella pneumoniae. The anti-bacterial
process occurs when high heat is used during a portion of
the drying cycle.

NOTE: Do not use this cycle on delicate fabrics.

== Delay Dry

Use to delay the start of your dryer.
1. Choose your dry cycle and any options.

2. Press Delay Dry. You can change the delay time in 1
hour increments, using the Delay Dry button.

3. Press the Start/Pause button to start the countdown.

NOTE: If the door is opened while the dryer is in Delay
Dry, the countdown time will not restart unless the door is
closed and Start/Pause button has been pressed again.

Damp Alert

This option causes the dryer to beep when clothes have
dried to a damp level. Remove items that you wish to hang
dry. The Damp Alert will only beep when this option is
selected, and the dryer will continue to dry.

Removing clothes and hanging them when they are damp
can reduce the need to iron some items.

5 Ext Tumble

Bt mble Minimizes wrinkles by adding approximately 1 hour of no-
heat tumbling after clothes are dry. The estimated time
remaining display will show “END”.

Hold To Lock Controls

The extended tumble time does not get added to the cycle
time on the display.

Alerts you that the cycle is complete. The beeper will
continue to sound every minute for the next 5 minutes, until
the clothes have been removed. The clothes should be
removed when the beeper goes off so wrinkles don’t set in.

Press Volume to select low, medium or high volume, or to
turn the beeper off.

To turn on or off the sounds the buttons make when
pressed, press and hold the Volume button for 3 seconds.

Reduces the total energy consumption of specific dryer
cycles by adjusting certain heat settings.

Hold To Lockcontrois NOTE: Cycle times will change
when e-Dry is selected. The eDry option will default to on

for Cottons. For optimal energy savings, turn eDry on. For
optimal drying times, turn eDry off. Energy savings will vary
across loads and cycles.

This cycle can be used with Cottons, Mixed Loads,
Towels/Sheets, Delicates, Bulky Bedding, Perm Press/
Casuals and Quick Dry. When the eDry button is pressed,
cycle settings change to reduce the total energy
consumption of the selected sensor cycle.

Lock Controls

You can lock the controls to prevent any selections
from being made. Or you can lock or unlock the
controls after you have started a cycle.

Children cannot accidentally start the dryer by touching
buttons with this option selected.

To lock/unlock the dryer controls, press and hold the eDry
button for 3 seconds. A sound is made to indicate the lock/
unlock status. The indicator light above the button will
illuminate when the controls are locked.

NOTE: The Power button can still be used when the
machine is locked.

Clean Filter Message

This message represents only a reminder and does not
always appear when the filter needs cleaning. The filter
should be cleaned after every drying cycle is complete.

This message will disappear after the Start/Pause button is
pressed. Even though you may have already cleaned the
filter (before or after the Power button has been pressed),
the “Clean Filter” message will still be displayed until the
Start/Pause button is activated.

Display

Displays the approximate time remaining until the end of
the cycle.

As the cycle begins, you will see an initial approximate total
cycle time in the display.

Then lights will “race” in the display. This means the dryer
is continuously monitoring the amount of moisture in the
load. The lights will continue until the dryer senses a low
level of moisture in the load. At that point, the dryer will
calculate and display the approximate time remaining.

My Cycle (on some models)

Set up your favorite combination of settings and save them
here for one touch recall. These custom settings can be set
while a cycle is in progress.

To store a My Cycle combination of settings:

[.Select your drying cycle.

2.Change Temp and Level settings to fit your needs.
3.Select any drying options you want.

4.Press and hold the My Cycle button for 3 seconds to
store your selection. A beep will sound and the button will
light up.

To recall your stored My Cycle combination:
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Press the My Cycle button before drying a load.

To change your stored My Cycle combination: Repeat
steps 1-4.

As a general rule, if clothes are sorted properly for the washer, they are sorted properly for the
dryer. Try also to sort items according to size. For example, do not dry a sheet with socks or other
small items.

Do not add fabric softener sheets once the load has become warm. They may cause fabric
softener stains. Bounce®

Fabric Conditioner Dryer Sheets have been approved for use in this dryer when used in
accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.

Do not overload. This wastes energy and causes wrinkling.

CARE AND CLEANING

The Lint Filter: Clean the lint filter before each use.

Pull out the lint filter. Moisten your fingers and remove the captured lint. Once clean, slide the filter
back into position. Have a qualified technician vacuum the lint from the dryer once a year.
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NEVER OPERATE THE DRYER WITHOUT ITS FILTER IN PLACE.

Stainless Steel: To clean stainless steel surfaces use a damp cloth with a mild, nonabrasive
cleaner suitable for stainless steel surfaces. Remove the cleaner residue and then dry with a clean
cloth.

The stainless steel used to make the dryer drum provides the highest reliability available in a GE
Appliances dryer. If the dryer drum should be scratched or dented during normal use, the drum will
not rust or corrode. These surface blemishes will not affect the function or durability of the drum.

The Exterior: Wipe or dust any spills or washing compounds with a damp cloth.

Dryer control panel and finishes may be damaged by some laundry pretreatment soil and stain
remover products. Apply these products away from the dryer. The fabric may then be washed and
dried normally.

Damage to your dryer caused by these products is not covered by your warranty.

Dryer Interior and Duct: The interior of the appliance and exhaust duct should be cleaned once a
year by qualified service personnel.

The Exhaust Duct: Inspect and clean the exhaust ducting at least once a year to prevent
clogging. A partially clogged exhaust can lengthen the drying time.

The Exhaust Hood: Check with a mirror that the inside flaps of the hood move freely when
operating. Make sure that there is no wildlife birds, insects, etc.) nesting inside the duct or hood.

Drum Lamp

The drum lamp comes on automatically when the door is opened.

Before replacing the light bulb, be sure to unplug the dryer power cord or disconnect the dryer at
the household distribution panel by removing the fuse or switching off the circuit breaker. Reach
above dryer opening from inside the drum. Remove the bulb and replace with the same size bulb.

Order replacement bulb WE4M305 The drum lamp comes on automatically when the door is
opened.

Before replacing the light bulb, be sure to unplug the dryer power cord or disconnect the dryer at
the household distribution panel by removing the fuse or switching off the circuit breaker. Reach
above dryer opening from inside the drum. Remove the bulb and replace with the same size bulb.

VENTING

Venting the Dryer

For the best drying performance, the dryer needs to be properly vented. The dryer will use more
energy and run longer if it is not vented to the specifications below. Carefully follow the details on
Exhausting in the Installation Instructions.

This dryer MUST be exhausted to the outdoors.

Use only 4” rigid metal ducting for the home exhaust duct.

Use only 4” rigid metal or UL-listed dryer transition duct to connect the dryer to the home exhaust.
DO NOT use a plastic vent.

DO NOT exhaust into a chimney, kitchen exhaust, gas vent, wall, ceiling, attic, crawl space, or
concealed space of a building.

DO NOT install a screen in or over the exhaust duct.
DO NOT install a booster fan in the exhaust duct.
DO NOT use duct longer than specified in the exhaust length table.

Failure to follow these instructions can result in death or fire.

Move dryer to an even floor space, or adjust
leveling legs as necessary until even.

Check the Installation Instructions to make
sure the dryer venting is correct.

Make sure ducting is clean, free of kinks and
unobstructed. Check to see if outside wall
damper operates easily.

Separate heavy items from lightweight items
(generally, a well-sorted washer load is a
well-sorted dryer load).

Large, heavy fabrics contain more moisture
and take longer to dry. Separate large, heavy
fabrics into smaller loads to speed drying
time.

Match control settings to the load you are
drying.

Clean lint filter before every load.

Replace fuses or reset circuit breakers.
Since most dryers use 2 fuses/breakers,
make sure both are operating.

Do not put more than one washer load in the
dryer at a time.

If you are drying only one or two items, add a
few items to ensure proper tumbling.

The eDry feature is designed to operate your
dryer in the most energy efficient mode,
which is not always the fastest mode. In
some instances, dry times may be extended
to reduce overall energy usage for the cycle.

When combining heavy and light fabrics in a
load, choose More Dry.

Inspect and clean exhaust system.

Make sure the dryer plug is pushed
completely into the outlet.

Check the building’s fuse/circuit breaker box
and replace fuse or reset breaker. NOTE:
Electric dryers use two fuses or breakers.

If the light on the Start/Pause button is
flashing, the dryer is paused. Press Start/
Pause to restart the countdown.

When the dryer senses a low
level of moisture in the load, the dryer will
display the dry time remaining.

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What To Do

This is normal. During extended tumbling,
the time remaining is not displayed. The
extended tumbling option lasts
approximately 60 minutes.

Press Start/Pause to begin a dry cycle and
the message will disappear.

Check the building’s fuse/circuit breaker box
and replace both fuses or reset both
breakers. Your dryer may tumble if only one
fuse is blown or one breaker tripped.

Make sure gas shutoff at dryer and main
shutoff are fully open.

Refill or replace tank. Dryer should heat
when utility service is restored.

Drying time will vary according to the type of
heat used. If you recently changed from an
electric to a gas (natural or LP) dryer, or vice
versa, the drying time could be different.

The load size, types of fabric, wetness of
clothes and the length and condition of the
exhaust system will affect drying times.

This is normal. Under certain drying
conditions and room ambient lighting, the
glow of the heaters may be visible at the rear
of the drum.

A dry cycle must be reselected each time a
new load is put in.

What To Do

When drying 3 items or less, choose Quick
Dry or Time Dry.

Choose Quick Dry or Time Dry to dry damp
collars and waistbands. In the future, when
drying a load with collars and waistbands,
choose More Dry.

Move dryer to an even floor space or adjust
leveling legs as necessary until even.

Select a shorter drying time.

Remove items while they still hold a slight
amount of moisture. Select a Less Dry or
Damp setting.

Remove items when cycle ends and fold or
hang immediately, or use the Ext Tumble
option.

Separate large loads into smaller ones.

To avoid shrinkage, follow garment care
labels exactly.

Some items may be pressed back into shape
after drying.

If you are concerned about shrinkage in a
particular item, do not machine wash or
tumble dry it.

Follow directions on fabric softener package.

Use your dryer to dry only clean items. Dirty
items can stain clean items and the dryer.

Sometimes stains which cannot be seen
when the clothes are wet appear after
drying. Use proper washing procedures
before drying.
